Present: Chairperson Diane Holt, John Geiger, Carol Scott, Bob Lear, Associate Steve Kuzma, Conservation Agent Kristin Andres and Secretary Mary Fougere. 

Absent: Commissioners Billie Bates and Paul Chamberlin

227 Vineyard Avenue, Stephen/Lisa Turnblom, SE 10-2580: The hearing was re-opened for a Request to Amend existing Order of Conditions under SE 10-2580 to include demolition of existing dwelling down to foundation and proposed re-construction of new dwelling starting on the same foundation at 227 Vineyard Avenue. The Agent noted that the ZBA had determined on Dec 2, 2010 that a Special Permit will not be required. 
It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing.
227 Vineyard Avenue, Turnblom, SE 10-2580: The Commission drafted Special Conditions to be included in the Amended Order of Conditions for the demolition of the existing dwelling down to the foundation, filling the foundation and reconstruction of a new dwelling. It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the Clark Engineering LLC plan dated 7/21/2010 revised 11/5/2010.   The Commissioners signed the Amended Order sheets.   

Strong Island, Cashman: Erik Stacy, representing Jay Cashman, was present to answer questions and provide detail regarding on-going activity on Strong Island.
The dock pilings have not been removed to date and Mr Stacy explained that he was having trouble physically removing the wooden pilings from the metal sleeves, but thought that he would have them out in a couple weeks. His work was delayed since Mrs Horst had stayed on the island through November. Additionally, he understood that the timing of removal of the stub pilings had been extended; he has since learned this was incorrect. The Commission reminded him that the existing outhaul must be removed from its location. The Chapter 91 license application plan shows the outhaul located in the same footprint as the pier and can be installed as soon as the stub piles are removed.   
The Commission had seen recent aerial photographs showing evidence of increased use of the pathway along the top of the coastal bank close to the existing dwelling. Under SE 10- 2516, it was understood during the hearing process and the Commission specified in the Order that all access to the existing dwelling, including the construction access, would be via the pathway that is closest to the boathouse and leads up an incline to the house. The existing pathway at the top of the coastal bank is to provide emergency access only. 

In response, Mr Stacy stated that the Emergency Access gets very little use, except during periods of high tides when the lower path floods- maybe four times per month. There are fences in place at the beginning and end of the pathway to discourage use and prevent access. Additionally, island occupants have begun creating a pathway further away from the top of the bank, almost parallel to the existing one. The aerial photographs show that this new pathway has had heavy use. Admittedly, Mr Stacy stated that the inland pathway is flooded at high tide and that his understanding was that the pathway along the Coastal Bank could be used during those times when tides make the other path inaccessible.  Discussion ensued regarding access to the dwelling, it was noted that historically, the access has been inland from the pathway closest to the boathouse, although Mr Stacy indicated that the flooding of the marsh path was problematic. There has been some erosion at the top of this pathway from rains.  
In summation, the Commission has assumed after viewing the aerials and having this discussion that the emergency pathway is being used for access other than for its intended use. If the marsh path is becoming difficult to use, then the applicant should notify the Commission. Commissioner Geiger suggested that perhaps the best solution environmentally for access to the dwelling is to abandon both existing pathways and establish a new one. It was noted that Spring 2011 will come fast and people will begin frequenting the island so it would behoove the Cashmans to present a solution for permanent access as soon as possible. 

The construction of the new dwelling has not begun. Mr Stacy stated that there have been regular changes to the house plans, making construction impossible until the plans are finalized and a building permit is issued.    

227 Woodland Way, Walden Woods, Eastward Homes:  Seth Wilkinson of Wilkinson Ecological Design, David Chalker of Bartlett Tree Service and  William Marsh of Eastward Homes were present for a continued discussion regarding  view pruning and tree management at 227 Woodland Way. Mr Wilkinson submitted a revised Site plan prepared by Clark Engineering dated 8/23/10 revised 12/7/2010 and a revised “Summary Table- Inventory of Trees proposed for Management “.  He stated that the applicant has drawn from comments at the last on-site to reduce additional work proposed to the removal of two trees and the pruning of two additional trees. This work would complete the work necessary for the creation of  two view corridors, as shown on the revised site plan. 

When looking at the site plan, the applicant stated that all work for the completion of the view corridor on the right has been completed. The above mentioned work will complete work necessary for the view corridor on the left side. 

The Commission noted that the applicant has already cleared a number of trees under 2” cal. Anecdotally, Commissioner Geiger mentioned that his acquaintances acknowledged increased road noise ever since the trees have been removed. 
It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to accept the removal of two additional pines and the pruning of two  trees  for view enhancement at 227 Woodland Way. It was noted that 2 revised plans site plans will be required for the file that accurately reflect the location of the view corridors.  
17 Billings Road, Hull, SE 10-2329: A draft Order of Conditions was reviewed for an Amendment request to add nourishment and rocks to an existing, licensed revetment. It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the project as conditioned.  An Order of Conditions was signed.     

It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to sign Certificates of Compliance for the following projects: 
· 51 Thayer Lane, Gershman, SE 10- 2388: 
· 31 Thayer Lane, Madar, SE 10-2170: However, the Certificate will not be issued until property owner removes the debris from  the beach

· 56 Stage Island Road, Walmsler-Redetzki, SE 10-2649:Duplicate signature sheets were signed so that Registry of Deeds information could be corrected

· 401 Shore Road, Rottner, SE 10-2392
· 349 Old Queen Anne Road, Garvin, SE 10-2444

It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the following projects under an Administrative Review: 
· 14 Aunt Carries, Lane, Kehoe: Removal of a dead pine straddling the property line; AURA to Coastal Flood Plain
· 248 Stage Neck Road,  Piccione,  Minglewood Homes: Construction of stairs as access to the existing second-story deck within 100-ft of a Coastal Bank
· 28 John Gilpin Lane, Cha: Removal of damaged pine within 100-ft of White Pond

197 Strong Island Road, Cashman: Regarding the application for the pier at the end of Strong Island Road, Ms Andres asked the Commission to decide if there was interest in hiring a consultant. She noted that Jim O’Connell, coastal processes specialist, formerly of Woods Hole Sea Grant and the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension has now formed his own practice and would be available.     
74 Old Salt Works Road, Palmer: Commissioners Geiger and Lear will review the the Plaintiff’s Motion for Judgement on the Pleadings, dated November 19, 2010. The Commission's response must be in Town Counsel’s office by December 13, 2010. Commissioner Chamberlin has also reviewed the document and offered his remarks. 
Adjourn: It was moved, seconded and unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 5:25 PM.
